Using the Radio and MP3 player together

· Battery installation for the radio

1. Open the lid of the battery compartment on the back of the radio.

2. Insert 3 AA batteries. 3 Alkaline batteries or 3 rechargeable* may be used. Make sure the ribbon is under the batteries and a bit folded over the top for easy removal later. Make sure the polarity is correct.
3. Close the lid.

· Battery installation for the MP3 player

1. Open the lid of the battery compartment on the back of the little MP3 player.

2. Insert supplied Ni-MH battery ( DF6 )  into the compartment on the back of the MP3 player being careful to observe the correct polarity.

3. Close the battery compartment lid.


Notes on battery usage

· Do not attempt to charge regular non-rechargeable batteries
· Do not mix old and new batteries.
· Remove the batteries if they are not used for an extended time.
· Do not use non-rechargeable batteries with the AC adapter plugged in.
· If the batteries leak, discard them and clean out the battery compartment immediately to avoid damage to the radio.
· AM or Short Wave reception will be better on battery power as the AC adaptor may cause noise that will interfere with reception.
· AC Power

1. Plug the supplied AC adaptor into an AC outlet as shown above.

2. Plug the other end into the Radio DC jack.

· It is normal for the AC adaptor to get warm during normal use.

· Battery power will be cut off when the AC adaptor is plugged in.
· If you use the AC adapter for everyday use, take the batteries out.

· Please use the supplied AC adaptor as the radio’s computer is designed for it.

Setup:

1. Slide the MP3 Player into the cradle on the radio properly.
2. Insert the batteries into the radio before turning it on.

3. Watch the display LCD on the MP3 play for each of the next steps.

Setting the radio clock:

1. With the radio turned off, press the enter button [image: image2.png]


 once to get to the time set mode. Note that the sub display shows SET.

2. Press the enter button [image: image3.png]


 again to key in the time using the number key pad. You will need to add a zero for single digit hours  like 0130 for 1:30.
Using the radio:
1. Power on the radio by pressing the top right dual power button [image: image4.png]


 on the button’s right side, this is the radio mode.

2. Power off the radio by pressing the right side of the power button briefly (a long press will just power off the main LCD display, leaving the radio on.)
Using the MP3 Player:
1. Press the top right dual power button [image: image5.png]


 on the left side, this is the MP3 mode.
2. While in the MP3 mode if you press the right side of the dual power button, the unit will switch to the radio mode. Pressing the dual power button on the left side while in the radio mode will switch back to the MP3 mode.

3. Power off the MP3 mode by briefly pressing the dual power button to the left.

CAUTION! While the unit is powered on DO NOT PLUG OR UNPLUG the MP3 PLAYER to avoid damage!
Volume Control:
1. To increase or decrease the volume press the volume +[image: image6.png]


 or the volume - [image: image7.png]


 to set the desired level.
2. To mute press the exit/mute button [image: image8.png]


 briefly.

Key Lock/Unlock:
Pressing the lock save button [image: image9.jpg]


 will deactivate all other keys on the unit until it is pressed again.

Menu Features:
In the radio mode press the menu button [image: image10.png]


 to enter the main menu.  Press the up/forward [image: image11.png]


 or down/back [image: image12.png]


 button to select the desired menu item. Press the menu button to select the item.
Searching by station name:
The radio has 100-station memory and each can have a name label. Each of the 100 memories can store 4 frequencies for a total of 400 frequencies!

1. In the main menu select Search to search stations and the select Memory to search station memories.
2. Press the up/forward or down/back to change different station memories.

3. Press the play/fm [image: image13.png]


 or the Eq/Sw [image: image14.png]


 button that are directly under the up/forward, down/back buttons to change one of the 4 possible frequencies of the station memory.

See other ways of searching on page 14.

Searching by band:
1. In the radio mode press the menu button [image: image15.png]


 and select the “Search” option. (use the up/forward, down/back buttons to highlight the desired option and the menu button to select the highlight)
2. In the next menu select the “Step” option to select the step search. Only in the “Step” mode can you step tune frequencies or change bands.

3. Press the Play, FM button [image: image16.png]


 to select the FM band, press the Stop, MW button [image: image17.png]


 to select the AM band and the EQ, SW button [image: image18.png]


 to select the SW band ( continue pressing the SW button to cycle thru all the SW bands).
4. For LW (140 Khz – 510 Khz) key in the frequency on the number pad and use the shuttle knob to tune in stations. 
5. In addition to using the shuttle (tuning knob) you can always use the up/forward, down/back buttons to step thru frequencies. Pressing and holding either of these will cause the radio to scan up or down until a signal is received.

Station Manager:
Use this browser to look at saved stations and their frequencies.

1. In the radio mode press the menu button [image: image19.png]


  and select “Station” to enter Station manager.

2. Select “browser”. 

3. Press the up/forward [image: image20.png]


 or down/back [image: image21.png]


 buttons briefly to browse station names. Press the Play, FM or EQ, SW buttons briefly to browse the 4 frequencies for each station.*
*note: see page 15 for a quick reference for this and other tuning and browsing frequency options.

Saving Stations in memory
1. Tune in the desired station frequency.

2. Open the menu and select “Station” for Station management. Briefly press the menu button to go to the next menu.

3. Select “Store” option, when you briefly press the menu button, the frequency will be saved in the memory. If the memory displayed is not the one you wish to store the frequency, you may scroll the desired memory with the down/back,[image: image22.png]


 up/forward buttons[image: image23.png]


. You may also scroll to any of the 4 available spaces for the frequency by pressing the FM/play or SW/EQ buttons. The frequency there will be overwritten with the new one.*
Deleting Stations
1. Open the menu and select “Station” for Station management. [image: image24.jpg]Station  Store H
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Briefly press the menu button [image: image25.png]


 to go to the next menu.

2. Select “Delete”, briefly press the menu button to select the frequency to delete. You may scroll to the desired memory with the down/back[image: image26.png]


, up/forward buttons[image: image27.png]


. You may also scroll to any of the 4 available spaces for the frequency by pressing the FM/play or SW/EQ buttons.

3. Press the menu button to confirm deletion.*

Importing preset station names and frequencies.
You can edit the station names and frequencies in the FREQ.TXT file that is on the MP3 player with note pad or other plain text editor, then save it back to the MP3 player. After connecting it to the PC USB port,  then follow the steps below:

1. You can edit the FREQ.TXT file, changing the names of each station memory page (P00-P99) and preset 4 frequencies in each page. A page is a single line like the below example:

00 Australia 15515K 17715K 17795K;
The first two numbers are the page number, the “Australi” is the station name and the numbers following it are the 4 frequencies stored for that station. The semi colon is needed at the end of the entry, even if it is just one frequency.

2. Connect the MP3 player to a computer. Open the MP3 player as a storage device. Save the FREQ.TXT file to the storage after your done editing. If a FREQ.TXT file is not on the device already, there is a sample one on the supplied CD.

3. Disconnect the MP3 player from the computer and place it back into the radio (make sure the radio and MP3 player are off!). Turn on the radio by pressing the dual power button to the right.
4. Open the menu and select “Station”. Press the menu button again to enter.

5. Select “import” on the next menu. Press the menu button to start importing (FREQ.TXT will be copied to the radio’s memory and change all the frequencies listed in it ) It is normal for the LCD to display “Wait… “. Please do so.
Page 98 and 99 are the memories for the weather frequencies. DO Not change those from the default. The FREQ.TXT file has the default frequencies on those pages. If they are changed you will need to reset the radio by taking the batteries out for 1-3 minutes. When the batteries are back, page 98 and 99 will be set back to the 7 weather stations.

Important: You can change the Month, Day and Year from this FREQ.TXT only. The default is 05Y/12M/23d. Change these numbers and save to the MP3 player, then import to radio, it will change the date on the radio.
· Recording
You can record what you are listening to. The amount of time you want to record depends on how much free space you have on the MP3 player and the sound quality you select, either 32, 80 or 128 KBPS.

1. Open the menu in the radio mode. Select “Recorder”. The second menu will list the 3 sound quality modes – MP3 32,80,128. 

2. -32 is fine for Shortwave and AM -80 or 128 for FM /FM Stereo. The higher the KBPS, the better quality, but the less time available to record.

3. Quick Record: you can press and hold for a moment the A-B REPEAT/BROWSE button[image: image28.emf]

 , you can enter 32kbps MP3 recording. Press the Record button[image: image29.emf]

 again to pause the recording.
4. Press Stop/MW button[image: image30.png]


 to stop recording. The recorded will be saved as a file on the MP3 player. 
5. Press play/pause[image: image31.png]


 button to play back the recorded.
6. To delete a recorded file. When in Voice Player mode(Press menu button[image: image32.png]


 to enter), you see the recorded file name, press menu button[image: image33.png]


 again, select setting confirmed by press menu again, you see selections: Equalizer/Repeat /LCD/Erase/Auto power off/Exit, select Erase, you can choose from the selections: Erase One File/Format/Exit, choose Erase One File, you are prompted with Erase ? bliking, if you want to erase this file, press menu button[image: image34.png]


 to confirm the Erase and the file will be completely erased. If there is no file on the MP3 player, it shows No File, if there is one or more, it will show the next file in the MP3 player.

· LCD Setting
The LCD menu allows you to set the contrast, backlight time and screen saver program options. In the radio mode, follow the steps:
1. Open the menu and then open the “Setting” menu.

2. Open the “LCD” menu[image: image35.jpg]Setting
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.  You can set the contrast, backlight time and screen saver options.

· Press the menu button to set Back Light Time, 

· Contrast to set LCD contrast

· Screen Saver to turn on or off the LCD.

· Automatic Power Off

This is a “snooze” function that allows you to have the radio turned off after a time from 10 to 60 minutes.

1. Open the menu in the radio mode. Select “Setting” Menu.

2. Select “Auto Off”

3. Select the amount of time till power off, use up/forward [image: image36.png]


, down/back buttons[image: image37.png]


.

4. Press the menu button[image: image38.png]


 to confirm and set the selected amount.

*Note: when the radio is in auto off mode, the main display will show a countdown icon.
· Clock

1. Open the menu in the radio mode. Select “Setting”

2. Select “Time”, then select “Clock”

3. You are prompted with a time entry display. Enter the time you want to set.  When the time is entered, it exits the time set mode immediately and then you are back to the radio mode.

*Note: 

1. If there is no entry for 3 seconds, the time mode will auto exit back to the radio mode, and keep the previous time. You will need to start over to set the time.

2. MM/DD/YY Date information is not set here. You can set the Date in the file FREQ.TXT only. Refer to the FREQ.TXT file, open the FREQ.txt and edit the year, month and day, save it to MP3 player, then do the import process. See page 5 for the import process.
· Setting up the Alarms

1. Open the Menu [image: image39.png]


 in the radio mode. Select “Setting” using the menu button to enter.
2. Select “Time”, the select “Alarm 1”, or up/fwd [image: image40.png]


, down/back buttons [image: image41.png]


 to select other alarms.
3. Press menu button [image: image42.png]


 briefly to set Alarm1.
4.  Enter time from the number panel to set the On Time, if you want to keep the pervious On Time, press up/fwd [image: image43.png]


 to enter next step without changing the previous set On Time..
5. After On Time is set, you can enter the band and frequency. Use the band buttons ,FM button [image: image44.png]


, MW button [image: image45.png]


 and SW button [image: image46.png]


 to select band you want to listen.
6. Then use the number panel to enter the frequency you want to listen to. Press up/fwd [image: image47.png]


 if you Do not want to change the previous set frequency, then you go to next step to save or keep the frequency you just select.
7. After On-Time, Band and Frequency are set, you can choose to activate it or deactivate it. Press Menu button[image: image48.png]


, sign [image: image49.jpg]


 shows on, press menu button [image: image50.png]


 again, sign [image: image51.jpg]


 shows on, Sign [image: image52.jpg]


 means to activate the alarm; [image: image53.jpg]


 means to deactivate the alarm. If you want to keep the previous settings,  press up/fwd button [image: image54.png]


 to enter the next step without saving the settings.
8. Press menu button [image: image55.png]


 to exit the alarm set up.
● Setting turn-on devices
After Alarm turn-on time set, you can select 4 devices to turn on, the radio, the radio and recorder, MP3 player and Recorder only.

1. Following above settings, press up/fwd button[image: image56.png]


 twice to enter device set mode, you can choose from the following 4 icons [image: image57.jpg]


, [image: image58.jpg]


 [image: image59.jpg]


,[image: image60.jpg]


. Each icon has different meanings, select [image: image61.jpg]


 to turn on radio only, [image: image62.jpg]


 turns on radio and recorder at the same time, it is used to record the radio program to the MP3 player; [image: image63.jpg]


 to turn on the built-in microphone and record the outside sound to the MP3 player; [image: image64.jpg]


 to turn on the MP3 player only when alarm time comes.
2. Change the volume of the radio. When the device is selected, direct press volume + button [image: image65.png]


 or volume – button [image: image66.png]


 to set the radio sound volume when it turns on. There are 40 levels on the volume.

3. After the volume level is set, Press up/fwd button[image: image67.png]


 to enter time length key-in mode, Enter a number from the number panel <0-9> the number is the time length the device will run., It counts down to 0 when the time is over and the radio will turn off itself. If you Do not want to change previous set time, briefly press up/fwd button to skip the step.  As soon as the time is entered or skipped, the alarm set procedure is done immediately, it exits to radio mode.
4. When the alarm is set successfully, the speaker sign [image: image68.jpg]


 shows on the LCD. It means that alarm is set for the radio.
Here is an example and definition of the signs on the LCD.
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Repeat the above procedure; you can set up alarm2 and alarm3. Due to the limit memory in the MP3 player (256Mb), so it is easy to fill up the MP3 player, so it is better to use other devices to turn on the alarms.

Note: When you are in the middle of the steps above, if you press any other keys by mistake, it might get you out of the setting mode, try again from the beginning and set it up by following steps as described..

● Charging Batteries
There are two rechargeable batteries; one is the MP3 player battery (DF6), and radio batteries (AA size). You can use the smart charger in the radio to charge each battery.

Plug the AC adaptor to the wall outlet, then connect the radio to the adaptor. There are two ways to charge the batteries, 

1. When the radio/MP3 is off, press the charge button[image: image70.jpg]


, the battery sign starts move on the LCD, the adaptor is charging the radio batteries.  It takes about 10 hours to fully charge the 3 AA batteries. Press exit button[image: image71.png]


, then press and hold the charging button[image: image72.png]


 , it starts to charge the MP3 player battery. It will fully charge the MP3 player battery (DF6) in bout 6 hours.
2. You can set the charging from the menu, in radio mode, open the menu and select “Setting”, up/fwd or down/back button to select “Charge” , you can select to charge radio or MP3 player.
3. Press menu button to confirm the charging, the sign [image: image73.jpg]


 shows the battery is under charging.
4. When the battery is fully charged, the charging sign [image: image74.jpg]


 will stop move.

● Tuning the Radio
You have two ways to tune the radio, to tune the radio by search the band and frequency, or to tune the radio from memory.
Turn on the radio by brief press dual power button [image: image75.png]


 to the right. 1. Memory Search. Press menu button[image: image76.png]


, use the up/fwd button or down/back button to highlight the Search, it enters search mode, you see Search, highlight it and press menu, you see Memory, Step and Exit. Select Memory, press menu to enter memory mode, in the memory mode, key in page numbers to see the stations stored in that page. For example, key in 99, it takes you to NOAA weather band you see 4 frequencies previous stored in the page 99.In the memory mode, you can not use the band menu to change bands, you can only change it by editing FREQ.txt file to make change, but you can use dial knob to change the frequency, or use the play/pause button[image: image77.png]


  to select the frequency stored in that page.    
To exit the memory mode, press menu button.

3. Dial to search.( In Classic Search mode or Step mode). Press menu, select Search, in the search mode, select Step, the radio enters the Step mode. In the step mode, the frequency bar shows on the LCD. Select band from the FM/MW/SW buttons, dial the knob to search for the frequency you want to listen to. Only in the Step mode (Classic search mode) you can direct enter the frequency you want. Here are the steps to enter a frequency.
4. Direct enter a frequency:  In step mode, briefly press Enter button[image: image78.png]


, the band name shows on the LCD, to change the band, select from the band buttons (FM/MW/SW), enter a frequency in that band.  
For an example, to tune to FM97.10Mhz. Press enter button[image: image79.png]


, the band sign comes up, select FM band (button[image: image80.png]


),  then enter 9710, the radio automatically tunes to 97.10MHz and stays there. If you enter a wrong number, use exit button[image: image81.png]


 to delete it.

●Quick tuning the Radio
In Step Mode, you can quickly tune the radio to a station. 
Set the radio to Step Mode, use the Step button on the right side of the radio(Above the shuttle dial knob) to select Step, brief press change the step between fast step[image: image82.jpg]


 and slow step[image: image83.jpg]


, press and hold it to enter the Hold mode[image: image84.jpg]


. When in hold mode, the shuttle dial knob is disabled. For the FM, fast step is 0.1Mhz, and the slow step is 0.05Mhz, which is a fine tuning.
Note: In the “Quick tuning”, the FM range is 88-108Mhz only and the SW is in meter bands only.(You will miss many frequencies when you use the quick tuning, to find full spectrum, use the step mode, not the quick tuning mode.) 

●Browsing the stations
Use the browser to view all the pre-stored stations on the LCD without changing the current station. You can view all pages as well as all frequencies in each page. In the radio mode, follow the steps below:

1. Press browser button[image: image85.emf]

, (this button will switch Memory/Step mode) to enter browser mode
2. Press up/fwd button[image: image86.png]


 or down/back button[image: image87.png]


 to enter memory pages.

3. Press play/pause button[image: image88.png]


 or eq/SW button[image: image89.png]


 to select frequency of a station, select the station you wish to listen to, press browser button[image: image90.emf]

 or menu button[image: image91.png]


 to switch the radio to that station.

4. Press Stop/MW button[image: image92.png]


 to exit the browser mode.

●Quick saving a station
In radio mode, you can quickly save a station to memory. Follow the steps below:
1. Find a station you want to save it.

2. Press save button[image: image93.jpg]


 to enter save mode. Press down/back button[image: image94.png]


 or up/fwd button[image: image95.png]


 to select memory/page, or you can press numbers to choose a page/memory;  in that page, you see the station name and frequencies( 4 or less); press play/fm button[image: image96.png]


, or eq/sw button[image: image97.png]


 to select a frequency position where you can save the frequency you are listing, .
3. Press save button[image: image98.jpg]


 once, you save the station in that position in that page. If the position is not empty, the original frequency will be overwritten by the station you are listening.
●Quick deleting a station
In radio mode, find the station you want to delete.
1. Press trash button[image: image99.jpg]


 to enter “Delete” mode.

2. Press up/fwd button[image: image100.png]


 or down/back button[image: image101.png]


 to select the page/memory, find the page with the station name you want to delete; press play/fm button[image: image102.png]


 or eq/sw button[image: image103.png]


 to highlight the frequency you want to delete.
3. Press trash button[image: image104.jpg]


 or menu button[image: image105.png]


 to confirm the deletion. 
●Edit and Import the frequency file FREQ.txt
To change the station names and frequencies, you have to edit the FREQ.txt file to do it. FREQ.txt file can be found on the MP3 player and CD that comes with the radio. Please read the memo on the page before you make and change. After you edit the file and save it to the MP3 player, you have to import the file to the radio to activate it. Refer to the Refer to the paragraph Importing preset station names and frequencies for more info.
●Amplifier for audio input

There is an audio line-in jack on the radio, so you can use this radio as an amplifier for iPod, MP3/MP4 player or any portable audio players.

1. Play the music on your iPod/MP3 players.

2. Turn the radio on, connect the audio to the radio’s jack, and adjust the volume to enjoy the music.

Note: This features only works in Radio mode.




Note: When using the MP3 player with the radio, the battery in the MP3 ( DF6 ) player  should be installed in case of power failure





Note: 


1. Make sure a good battery in the MP3 player to last enough time to record.


2. It is recommended to record less than 1 hour each recording.
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
